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CRIME HOME CHILDREN'S PROJECT

In families where either of the porent is in prison, it is the children who get erime affected. They lose out on all counts, paricularly in
schooling and security. Crime Home Children's Project in collaboration with NAVIYOTI the NGO of Delhi Palica identifies such children
and ensures their schooling and also provides for financial support wherever required. Alocal guardion oversees their physicel safety by
hame visits. A Counselar inferacts with schoal teachers and the child's relative (if ony]. In the event of no home, residenticl schools are
identified for education and securily of the children. Some of the schools poricipating in this project are:

At present 150 childran of prisoners are registered inthe project. 55 of these are studying in residenticl schools. The rest are either going
to regular schools or ore being prepored for one. Meedless to odd, all these ¢ hildren hove steyed with their mothers inside the prisen;
some were even born inside.

Of the 22 girls studying in the Assisi Convent School, six have topped in their classes while the rest are amongst the first ten A foctual
demonsiration of what a change in aimosphere can praduee.

This year, 15 new admissions hove been secured in the Primary class al the Grace Mission Scheel.

Our children ot 5t Johns Boys School not only do well in acodemics but also excel in sports.

THE GALI SCHOOL

The Gali School run in colloborofion with NAVIYOT!, hos been described os the most
innovative and unigue concept given by on NGO at the UN conference in the year 1998.

For every one child that goes 1o schoel in a slum, ten olhers anly roem the galies i.e. sireefs.
There is dearth and deprivation, in providing anything for them. Meanwhile these children
conlinug o beg, pick rags, gamble, peddie drugs and get sexually abused.

The Gali Scheol concept recches out to children of the golies to school them by organising a
closs in the gali itself. The feacher is o local literate. He/she teaches o group of children for 3
hours every day and initioles o process of inkeresting learning, The lecal teacher earns an
henorarium in the process.

Wilh @ modes! beginning, the Gali Schools hove passed the stage of experimentation, and are now proving to be o revolution. A revolulion fo
bring o change inthe slums, There are at presant 1 60such schools reaching ot fo around 5000 children
